As an organization with 
wonderful, caring staff, we

I t  was through these 
discussions and examination of 
our mission that we came to 
the conclusion that it might be 
beneficial to offer adult day 
care.  A review of Illinois 
Department of Public Health 
(IDPH) regulations revealed 
that the requirements are not 
onerous, and so we pursued 
the subject.  From a physical 
standpoint, our building has 
plenty of space to meet the 
regulatory demands, and 
additional equipment needs 
were minimal. 
 
We made application to IDPH 
and were subsequently 
approved for five adult day 
care participants. Our program 
is available weekdays, 7 AM to 
6 PM.  Participants will be able 
to enjoy meals while theyôre 
here, join in activities, socialize 
with our residents, and even 
have rest periods as needed. 
 
Assistance for Apartment 
Residents  
Following the same idea of 
providing care where itôs 

needed and wanted, we are in 
the process of establishing a 
program to offer more 
assistance to our apartment 
residents who want it.  Since 
our census has slowly been 
increasing again recently, 
there have been times that we 
havenôt been able to provide 
nursing care to apartment 
residents in their time of need.  
By offering ñin-homeò help, it 
is our hope to enable them to 
stay in their apartments 
longer, removing the urgency 
of a necessary move, and 
prevent ing unnecessary 
disruption to them.
